Who can join?

Anyone can become a member of BAM,
regardless of nationality. There are 3 types of
membership:

Full members (18 and over) - British and
Commonwealth citizens

Associate members (18 and over) - other
Nationalities who benefit from the same
privileges as full members, but may not vote
at General Meetings.

Young members (13 — 17 years) - who
benefit from the same privileges as full
members, but may not vote at General
Meetings.
